Baby Beginning & Beginning Jumpers: For riders in their first year of showing jumpers. Rid-
ers may NOT enter any classes outside of the first 6. There will be no skinny jumps, oxers or
one-strides. There will be 3 shorter jumper courses, but NO timed portions. There will be a
maximum time allowed, but it will be generous. This division is geared towards riders who
are comfortable jumping small courses and want to try something new but are not ready for
speed classes. Unsafe riding will count against style points. Well ridden jumper turns and
good approaches will count toward style points.

Puddle Jumpers: For horses or riders in their first year of showing jumpers. First year horse
and/or rider may not enter other divisions.

Gambler’s Choice: Riders have 60 seconds to jump as many fences as they can, no more
than 2 times each. Each fence will have a point value. At the end of 60 seconds, the rider may
choose whether or not to jump the “joker” fence. If cleared, 100 points will be added to total
score, if knocked down or refused, 100 points will be subtracted from total score. Riders placed
based on total score. Same horse/rider combination may NOT enter both classes.

Chase Me Charlie: Riders will each attempt the same single fence, set at 2’3”, at a trot. If
there is more than one clean go, the fence will be raised 1 hole. More than 1 canter stride be-
fore the fence will disqualify horse and rider. Rider may choose to stop at any point.
Office/Schooling Fee: A $10.00 Office/Schooling Fee will be charged per horse/pony. If
you pre-register by noon on the Friday prior to the show, the office fee will be waived.

Coggins Test: All exhibitors must present a negative Coggins Test report taken within one
year on each animal exhibited.

Attire: All exhibitors must wear approved helmets with harness while mounted.

Awards: Six ribbons per class. Champion and Reserve Ribbon in each division (Chase Me
Charlie and Gambler’s Choice are not divisions). Minimum of 3 entries required for prize
money to be awarded.

Waiver: All exhibitors must sign an Equine Activity Release/Waiver and parents/guardians
of minors must sign release if exhibitor is under 18.

Dogs: Dogs must be on a leash at all times!
